The meeting agenda was accepted.

President’s Report

· Krystal distributed the April minutes to the group via email and Mary has on record all the meeting minutes from January through April posted on the website.

· Mary requested each Board member to update their profile on the AK Distance Learning Network site. The site identifies the ASTD leaders and has a database capability to add documents and upload questionnaires or surveys. The site is open for use – it is not required, but a viable option.
Treasurer’s Report
· Jane researched the topic of a liability insurance policy for the chapter and discovered the premiums quoted by State Farm are $853/annually. The group agreed the cost of the premiums exceeds our budget. 

· Names have been changed on the Wells Fargo account. Mary and Lou’s names will be added since currently only Jane’s name is on the account.

· Since Lou is the Chapter’s Risk Management guru, we need to ask him to research the exposure of people writing checks from the Chapter’s account to reimburse themselves.
· The ending balance for the April statement: $9,156.88. Approximately $150 will be deducted in the upcoming weeks.

· The account received a $225 direct deposit in April for Membership fees. The account has received 5 membership fees since the beginning of the year. Eric needs to be reimbursed for the Board discount. One $25 member fee was received from one member and Jane to contact her for explanation. Lou’s expiration date to change for overpayment – Jane to confirm National’s records as well. 

· Jane to reach out to local members whose memberships will expire within 60 days. She sent out a mass-message to approximately 85 email addresses and received 18 undeliverable returns. Mary gave Jane a rolodex of possible current and past members to compare with the current list. Mary encouraged the Board members to continue reaching out to members as well – via phone or email.

· Quickbooks on-line is $20/month which is reasonable, but since the Chapter has few transactions, the application would not prove to be cost effective.

Programs

· The May meeting was May 12 - Bob Nicoll presented his “Remember the Ice” concept. We had a great turn-out with positive feedback of how Bob was an inspirational speaker. 

· The June 9 meeting will be moved to a different room – U2401. Krystal will identify the location of the room and send out confirmation to the group. Jane to include in her mass-email reminder to the members. Krystal to change directional signs from the garage and pull the sign-up sheet from Meet-up. Rebecca Poling is our guest speaker. She will be presenting a case-study of her early days to present in the development of ITI (her business). 
· Lou is confirmed for the July meeting – Risk Management.

· To date, Krystal has not heard back from Jack Pauli to confirm the August meeting. She will attempt phone contact in the next week. 
P/R & Communications

· CPLP communication: Marilee shared there are cases of two-tier learning – those who participate and take tests are encouraged to purchase their own materials; others who wish to participate, but will not take the tests can share materials, but copies cannot be made. 

· Good preparation for the type and style of questions is to download the TrainerQuiz app on the iPhone. Mary shared it is a great way to pass time when waiting some place. Tests dates for later in the year – sign up by November 5 and take the test any time from November 13 through December 10. Need to start classes in July to have 10 weeks of learning. Marilee to create a schedule.
